	7 days
	Library can choose one of the following for each material category: 

 No renewals, 1 renewal, 2 renewals, unlimited renewals
	-Fiction DVDs/Videos
-Express books (like McNaughton’s) -OPTIONAL


	14 days
	Library can choose one of the following for each material category: 

 No renewals, 1 renewal, 2 renewals, unlimited renewals
	-Special materials (like Summer Reading)
-New Books
-Nonfiction DVD/Video and series

-Magazines

	21 days
	Library can choose one of the following for each material category: 

 No renewals, 1 renewal, 2 renewals, unlimited renewals
	-All other materials


What you need to know about these new loan policies:

Your shelving location descriptions will not change based on these.  (Shelving location descriptions are called collection codes in the Horizon system and shelving locations in the Evergreen system.)  You can use any shelving location description you would like from the Bibliomation list to describe for your patrons where these materials live.  Shelving locations do not govern circulation rules.

We will work with you to create new itypes in Horizon to match these new circulation rules.  The goal is to make this as easy for you as possible.  If we can change the circulation rules without impacting your current set of itypes, we will.  Itypes in Horizon are called circulation modifiers in Evergreen.  There will be a new list of circulation modifiers in Evergreen for all libraries to use.  Examples – abooks, jbooks, dvd, newdvd.
